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In math we began working on adding and subtracting multiples of 100, measuring with cups (fractions), tablespoons,
and teaspoons, reading a recipe, subtracting a multiple of 10 from a number using mental computation, estimating
differences of two-digit numbers, Squaring numbers and identifying perfect squares, and simplifying expressions
with exponents of 25.

In phonics we worked on identifying words that are spelled with “continental a”. We learned that the letter “a”
makes the /aw/ sound when it follows a “w”, combination “qu”, or comes before the letter “I". We reviewed contrac-
tions. A contraction is a shortened form of two words (one of which is usually a verb). In a contraction, an apostrophe
takes the place of the missing letter or letters. Some contractions are: I'm (I am), can't (cannot), how's (how is), and
Ma'am (Madam). We code compound words by simply putting a circle around it. We also reviewed compound word.
A compound word is a word that is made up of two words. We code compound words by putting a division line in
between the two words and coding the words according to the phonics rules.

In language arts we are worked on distinguishing between action verbs (verbs that tells what the subject of a
sentence does) and forms of the verb “be”(verbs that link the subject to a word or words in a predicate). The forms of

the “be” are “is”, “am”, and “are”. We learned about main helping verbs: sometimes the predicate of a sentence has
to or more verb parts that has to work together.

In social studies we learned about the different types of governments. As a learning extension we held our
very own classroom election. We campaigned for two weeks. Students wrote and delivered campaign speeches. We
held a debate to address many classroom issues. We registered to vote and were given our voting poll locations.
Lastly we voted! A BIG Congratulations to Classroom President: Deanna Doyle, Classroom Vice-president: Liam
Lambert, and Classroom Treasurer/Secretary: Jordan King. Students have been given a list of their roles and re-
sponsibilities.

Our class really enjoyed our fieldtrip to the Fox Theater. We watched the Nutcracker. Our favorite characters
were the rats!

Our holiday program was a success. We would like everyone to know that the students came up with all of
the movement that went along with the story and song! Way to go 2™ Graders!

We enjoyed wrapping and preparing the winter-grams... not to mention seeing the smiles that everyone
gave us when we delivered them!
